Latest news reports indicate that up to 22,000 people have died 
due to Tropical Cyclone Nargis and up to 1 million may be 
homeless. Yangon, the main city, and surrounding rice-growing 
areas have been the hardest hit. The C&MA of Myanmar has a 
Bible school in Yangon and ministries in surrounding villages. 
CAMA will be making contact with C&MA church leaders and 
seeking to work through them to distribute aid. A 
compassionate response during a disaster tangibly expresses 
Christôs love and opens doors for other ministries. Our initial 
goal is to raise $250,000 to assist with providing clean water 
and food, essential house supplies (cooking utensils, basic 
furnishings) and materials for rebuilding homes.
